At present, no single metric can adequately represent the scale or the intensity of Digital  
Library use. Nor can existing metrics ensure the consistency of today's benchmarks with 
future data. For this reason, Penn is engaging with other libraries and collaborating with 
electronic information providers to develop measurement standards and methods that will 
result in a uniform and stable set of e-metrics for general use by libraries. Until our metrics 
improve, a quantitative picture of electronic information use must employ a variety of 
measures derived from Library Web servers, campus network systems, and vendor-
supplied data.
